Forum urges climate action

TEDx speakers plead for unity

ASHEVILLE — The progression of global climate change can be turned around, but it will require an

immediate, worldwide transformation personally and politically.

That was the message of several speakers

Sunday night at TEDxAsheville, a locally

organized, independent version of the popular

Technology, Entertainment, Design conferences

held across the world.

Asheville's TEDx met at The Orange Peel and

featured local activists, scientists, academics and

spiritual leaders.

A national voice in the environmental movement

made a brief appearance before the audience of

more than 400, though not in person. Popular

author Bill McKibben made an urgent plea by

video for Asheville residents to join in rallies across

the world on Oct. 24 being organized to persuade

world leaders to take major political action in

curbing carbon emissions.

“Global warming is not a future threat, it is a

present crisis,” McKibben said, referencing

glaciers melting across the world. “Politically, we

have to take action much more quickly and much

more dramatically than we had hoped even a few

years ago.”

McKibben and local climate expert Drew Jones

said it will be critical for world leaders to reach an

agreement on capping emissions at an upcoming

climate change conference in Copenhagen,

Denmark.

But Jones, who is program director for the

Sustainability Institute, encouraged his listeners to

take a more optimistic approach to tackling the

world's environmental problems.

“Is anyone else tired of hearing the story that we're going to destroy ourselves?” he said.

Jones displayed graphs showing the dramatic drop in emissions possible over the next decade if the nations

change their environmental policies and individuals adjust their habits.

TEDx Asheville at The Orange Peel featured local activists,
scientists, academics and spiritual leaders, many of whom
addressed the pressing need for a deeper consciousness of the
environment.

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He said he would be attending a TEDx conference later this week in Beijing, where Chinese leaders have

recently signaled a willingness to radically reduce their emissions.

Likening the current generation to those who fought the advance of fascism during World War II, Jones told

the audience to cling to a story of hope for the world's future.

“I think we can do this. Does anyone else think we can do this?” he said, eliciting applause and cheers.

Between speakers, the evening featured local musical acts like guitar/accordion duo Shane Perlowin and

August Hoerr, and even juggling.

Other speakers at the event included media artist David McConville, UNC Asheville professor Dee Eggers,

Web designer Robert Zimmerman and Zen Buddhist minister Caroline Yongue.

Tickets for the event were free, though seating in The Orange Peel was limited and organizers said more

than 300 people had to be turned away at the door.

TEDx Asheville was also broadcast via live streaming video on the Web.

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"THE CHIEF REASON for skepticism at the official position on “global warming” is
the overwhelming weight of evidence that the UN’s climate panel, the IPCC,
